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I. Free data bandwidth for school students during class suspension period

Why: 
· Underprivileged students may have difficulties in accessing the internet for online learning (e.g. no broadband service at home, or cannot afford the cost) during the school suspension period amidst the COVID-19 outbreak. 

What:  
· The Club will donate up to HK$42 million to provide free mobile internet data bandwidth to 100,000 underprivileged primary and secondary school students to facilitate online learning during the school closure period for two months.
· Monthly 30GB data for two months will be provided via a mobile SIM card. All administrative fees and production costs of the SIM cards have been waived by the participating mobile carriers. 
· This will enable students to access hundreds of hours of real-time classroom learning per month, thus supporting children’s continued education even though they cannot physically be in school.  
· Educational video clips from Principal Chan Free Tutorial World will also be made available to 30,000 cross-boundary students who are in the Mainland during the school suspension period.

Who: 
· NGO partners the Hong Kong Federation of Youth Groups and The Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs Association of Hong Kong will be the coordinators and executors of the programme.
· With support from mobile carriers China Mobile Hong Kong, CSL, and SmarTone. 

How: 
· With the support of the Education Bureau, the two NGOs will work with local primary and secondary schools to distribute the SIM cards to underprivileged students across 18 districts. 

When: 
· The SIM cards are expected to be distributed soon. 


II. Additional HK$50 million capital injection to Jockey Club COVID-19 Emergency Fund

Why: 
· In view of the intensity of the COVID-19 health situation, the Club introduced a special HK$50 million Emergency Relief Fund on 14 February to offer emergency grants to NGOs to provide resources and necessary support to local communities. In view of the great demand for funding, the Club is injecting a further HK$50 million to the COVID-19 Emergency Fund, bringing the total fund size to HK$100 million. 

What:  
· The grants aim to enable urgent access to hygienic and protective supplies, support access to accurate safety and education information, and assist with initiatives to enhance the physical and mental wellbeing of the needy. 

Who: 
· Eligible organisations are those with a charitable character and meet at least one of the four criteria below: 
· Subvented organisations in the lump sum grant subvention system
· Past or current grantees of Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust
· Organisation members of the Hong Kong Council of Social Service
· Organisations registered under the Hong Kong Education Ordinance

How: 
· The Fund will provide one-time emergency grants of up to $500,000 to NGOs support the afore-mentioned three categories of projects. 

When: 
· Applications for the grants are currently being assessed. The fund will end on 30 June 2020.   


III. Donation of HK$30 million to HKCSS for distribution of anti-epidemic care packs

Why: 
· Amid the very strong demand for face masks and hand sanitizers which are considered essential hygienic and protective products, the Club is donating HK$30 million to the Hong Kong Council of Social Service (“HKCSS”) to coordinate the distribution of anti-epidemic packs to the vulnerable groups. 

What:  
· Some 469,000 anti-epidemic packs, which will contain face masks, hand sanitizer, and an information leaflet in different languages, will be distributed to disadvantaged families and individuals through HKCSS’s network of NGOs throughout the territory.

Who: 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Targeted beneficiaries include hidden and deprived elders, low income families, families living in sub-standard living environment such as sub-divided units and public housing, ethnic minority families, street sleepers, children living in residential homes, people with disabilities and mental health challenges, carers of people with disabilities and mental illness, and patients with chronic illnesses in the community.
· It is estimated that around 642,800 persons can be reached by the extensive NGO network.

How: 
· Through the NGO members’ existing services or welfare programmes, the anti-epidemic packs including 86,900 family packs and 382,100 individual packs will be distributed to the disadvantaged groups.

When: 
· The Project plans to disseminate anti-epidemic packs to the vulnerable groups from mid-March to end April.
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
